Kenni Gabbi and ‘Dildar Toli’  Bollywood - Indian

Kenni and her husband Bal are the principals of the local Indian dance troupe - Dildar Toli. If you have been inspired by the lively Indian dancing in the movies Bend it Like Beckham and Bride and Prejudice, Kenni and Bal will show you the fundamentals of this exhilarating dance style and its traditional roots. The art of modern sword technique - Melusina

In this 2 hour workshop Melusina will teach a short modern fusion style choreography that will allow participants to experience new and exciting sword techniques and develop confidence in sword usage. For confident dancers. Please bring a well balanced sword or cane.

Saiidi - Folkloric Egyptian - Andrea
Experience the true essence of this strong and masculine dance style with beautiful movements that traditionally mimic the prowess of the horse. This dance has come a long way and is extremely diverse, using the cane to twirl, beat and frame in various interesting patterns.  A choreography will also be taught. Please bring a cane/stick.

Five Spice - Trisnasari
Inject the delicate beauty of a variety of East Asian arm, hand, finger and eye movements into your Belly dance. Movements drawn from Javanese, Balinese, Thai and Classical Indian styles sit beautifully with Egyptian and Tribal styles.  All levels welcome.

Saiidi - Modern / Cabaret Style - Andrea
With interesting use of the cane (now sequined of course!), we create flowing and cutesy movements reminiscent of Hollywood classics, learn a fun, upbeat choreography to modern saiidi music. Please bring a cane/stick.

Beautiful beginners belly dance - Isabelly
Here is an opportunity for those who are very new to belly dance or those who want to go back to basics.  Do you have a friend who would like to try bellydancing for the first time?  Bring along your sense of fun and relax.  Beginners.

Hand drumming – Shayne Willis

Beautiful Belly dance technique, seamlessly fused with funk, burlesque and a good dose of humour, this workshop will have you laughing, sweating and singing along. All levels welcome.

Tribal fusion - Melusina
Tribal Fusion incorporates tribal elements with other styles of dance to create a sensuous and powerful dance form sometimes referred to as 'Dark Cabaret' or 'Industrial Gypsy'. The movements and poise are a combination between sharp, internal locks and pops and sinuous rolls and undulations. A short choreography will be taught in this style focusing on technique, feel and musical interpretation. For confident dancers.

Khaleegy - Saudi Arabian Style dance - Andrea 
This ultra-feminine dance style will influence your dance in general and is very pleasing both to watch and participate in. If you have a khaleegy thobe, please bring it along. Alternatively please bring at least one (preferrably two) diaphanous veils. Wear lots of jewellery!
